The size of the page is A4, the orientation is portrait, all margins are 2 cm, the alignment is wide, 

no transfer, no page numbering. Font - Times New Roman, point size - 14, paragraph - 1, line 

spacing - 1. The title of the article is in capital letters in the center. The surname and initials of 

the author, place of work, city, country, email address are indicated below in the right margin. 

The abstract and keywords of the report are drawn up in three languages: Kazakh, Russian and 

English. Annotation volume - 600 characters without spaces. Keywords: 7-8 words.  

The reference to the literature is indicated in square brackets [source number on the list, page 

number], for example: [5: 123]. The quotation marks in the text of the report in the form of "...", 

examples are typed in italics. 

A bibliographic list is provided at the end of the article in alphabetical order.  

The name of the file must match the name of the author. For example: Akhmetova_ statement;
